A CLEVER TEENAGER

Teenager DAVID BOLTON has just put $ 9,000 in the bank — after only six months of part-time work as a computer consultant. The electronics expert from Croydon, South London, is fast getting a reputation as one of the country’s top trouble shooters — the person to call if no one else can help.

For David, 15, his first steps to fame and fortune (слава и состояние) began when he was only nine, when his parents bought him a computer, a ZX-90. ‘I soon learned to program it. I needed something bigger, so I had to save (копить) ‘for ages to buy an Amstrad.’

It was only about a year ago, however, that he decided to get serious about computing. He went to night school to learn how to write business programs, and did a correspondence course (заочный курс) with an American college.

He got in touch (связаться) with a computer seller, Eltec, who were so impressed they gave him computers and software worth more than $ 3,000. In return, he has to send them a monthly report saying what he has done and what his plans are. He helps companies by suggesting (предлагать) which computers they should buy, and by writing individual programs for them.

He can work more quickly than many older professionals. In one case, he went to a company where a professional programmer worked for six months and couldn’t find the problem. David finished the job in five days.

It is because of work of this standard that in the short period he has been in business David has made about $ 9,000. With it he has bought more computers.

How did he do it? ‘You have to be ambitious, and you have to really want to get to the top. Believe in yourself, and tell yourself that you’re the best.’

TOPIC: “THE LAND AND THE PEOPLE OF GREAT BRITAIN”
BRITISH OR ENGLISH
It is important to remember that Southern Ireland — that is the Republic of Ireland (also called ‘Eire’) — is completely independent.

So you can see that ‘The United Kingdom’ is the correct name to use if you speak about the country in a political, rather than in a geographical way. ‘British’ refers to people from the UK, Great Britain or the British Isles in general.

Northern Ireland became part of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland. The story of this particular union is long and complicated (сложный).

The British Isles. This is the geographical name that refers (относится) to all the islands of the north-west coast of the European continent: Great Britain, the whole of Ireland (Northern and Southern), the Channel Islands and the Isle of Man.

How was the United Kingdom formed? It took centuries, and a lot of armed struggle was involved. In the 15th century, a Welsh prince, Henry Tudor, became King Henry VII of England. Then his son, King Henry VIII, united England and Wales under one Parliament in 1536. In Scotland the same thing happened. The King of Scotland inherited (унаследовать) the crown of England and Wales in 1603, so he became King J England and Wales and King James VI of Scotland. The Parliaments of England, Wales and Scotland were united a cen¬tury later in 1707.

The Scottish and Welsh are proud and independent people. In recent years (в последнее время) there have been attempts at devolution (передача власти) in the two countries, particularly in Scotland where the Scottish Nationalist Party was very strong for a while. However, in a referendum in 1979 the Welsh rejected (отклонить) devolution and in 1979 the Scots did the same. So it seems that most Welsh and Scottish people are happy to form part of the UK even though they sometimes complain (жаловаться) that they are dominated by England, and particularly by London.

OLYMPIC TRADITIONS
Ancient people knew that sport helped them to survive (выжить). They did not have a lot of good tools and machines. They had to be physically strong to hunt food, to build houses and defense walls. Even their faith (вepa) and religion made them to love sport. The Greeks worshipped many gods. Zeus, the god of the sky, was king of the gods. Periodically, athletes gathered from all over Greece to please the gods and honor dead heroes by taking part in athletic festivals. Dedicated to the god Zeus the Olympics began in 776 BC. They took place every four years. They were some kind of religious ceremony and custom.

The winner of each event received a wreath (венок) of olive branches as a prize. When the successful athletes returned home, enthusiastic crowds gave them honors and gifts. Contestants who did not finish first received no recognition. The Greeks thought the second place was no better than the last. Greek women were not allowed to compete in, or even watch the Olympic Games. Some wealthy Greek women however owned teams of horses that competed in the races.

Although England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland have their own national football teams, in the Olympic Games there is only one team that represents the United Kingdom. The athletes from the four countries work together as one team to win for Britain. If they win a medal, all four countries are equally (одинаково) proud. This means, of course, that it is very difficult for Britain to send a football team to compete in the Games!
